Thank you for choosing the Melissa & Doug Mine to Love® Baby Care Activity Center! It’s a terrific way to
help nurture a child’s creativity and imagination, and to inspire story-telling and independent play for years to
come.

NOW IT'S TIME TO PUT IT TOGETHER!

Don’t worry, assembling your new activity center is simple, and we're here to help. It may go a little faster
with a partner to lend a hand, but we’ve made it so one person can assemble the center. Here are a few tips
before you begin:

Read through all the instructions first.

Clear a flat, covered space (carpeted is best) to lay out all the materials so everything is close at hand.
You will need a Phillips-head screwdriver (not included) to assemble the activity center. We’ve included
everything else you need. All parts are labeled with a sticker (A-S, and 1-32).

The instructions include lots of helpful pictures—we show you, step-by-step, how to align pieces and parts
for speedy and accurate assembly. Note that the hardware needed for each step is shown in the upper
right corner of the page, each piece being added in a given step is highlighted in gray, and the “assembled
view” (what it looks like in the completed product when the step is completed) is included in the lower
right corner of every page.

In the instructions, the name of a part is followed by a letter or number in parentheses. This letter or
number corresponds to the sticker on the part, as well as the picture of the part shown on pages 2-3.
Helpful hints are highlighted with a large exclamation point.

IMPORTANT: Barrel nuts and screws are
used to join the main wood panels together.
The barrel nuts have been properly aligned
at the factory to allow the screws to easily
join the panels. If any barrel nuts have
shifted during shipping, use a screwdriver to
realign them.

STEP 1- Every Journey Begins with the First Step

Using 2 long screws (part 29), attach the
side wall (part A) to the floor (part B).

REMINDER: Do not fully

tighten screws until unit is
fully assembled.

Slide the cradle back (part C) into the slots on the floor (part B).

the grooves are aligned.

STEP 3 - Divide & Conquer

« First, insert the 2 door stops (part 1) into the divider (part D).

- Second, slide the divider (part D) down into the slots in the
floor (part B).

- Third, lift divider (part D) slightly to align the hole in divider

with the hole in the floor. Using 1long screw (part 29), attach
divider to floor. IMPORTANT:
Door stops will
oy be on this side.

STEP 4 - Brace Yourself

- First, using 4 long screws (part 29), attach notched brace (part E)
between the cradle back (part C) and the divider (part D) under the floor
(part B).

- Second, using 4 long screws (part 29) attach the brace (part F) between
the divider (part D) and the side wall (part A).

STEP 5 - Get Into The Grooves

« First, slide the center panel with holes (part G) into the grooves
between the cradle back (part C) and the divider (part D).

+ Second, slide the center panel (part H) into the grooves between the
divider (part D) and the side wall (part A).

STEP 6 - Groovy

With the small notches on top, slide the fridge shelf
(partI) into the grooves between the cradle back (part
C) and the divider (part D).

STEP 7 - Have A Seat

Slide the high chair seat (part J) into
the slots between the divider (part D)
and the side wall (part A). Attach with 2
long screws (part 29).

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STEP 8 - Tipsy

« First, stand the center upright.

» Second, tip the center onto its side. Using 3 long screws (part 29), attach
the baseboard (part K) under the floor (part B). Note the barrel nuts

should not face out.

» Third, stand the center back upright.

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STEP 9 - Do It Yourshelf

Using 4 long screws (part 29), attach the
bathroom shelf (part L) to the divider
(part D) and the side wall (part A).

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STEP 10 - Counter Attack

« First, insert a wooden dowel (part 31) into the counter
panel (part M) near the kitchen sink.

- Second, lower the counter panel onto the doll center. The
center panel will fit into the groove on the underside of
the counter panel and the dowel will fit in the hole on the
crib back panel (part A).

« Third, using 2 long screws (part 29), attach the counter
panel to the divider (part C).

« Fourth, using 4 long screws (part 29), attach the counter
panel to the sides (parts A and D).

IMPORTANT:
Insert dowel into

the second hole
from the edge.

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STEP 11 - Center Yourself

With the mirror over the
bathtub opening and the
notches on the top, slide the
upper center panel (part N)
down into the grooves.

Clip the wipe dispenser
(part 2) and the double
sided hook (part 3) into the
notches on the top of the
upper center panel (part N).

Lower the kitchen shelf (part O) onto the upper center panel.
The center panel will fit into the narrow groove underneath the
kitchen shelf. Using 4 long screws (part 29), attach the kitchen
shelf to the sides (parts A and C).

STEP 14 - Top It Off

Lower the rounded top panel
(part P) into the groove in
the kitchen shelf. Using 2
long screws (part 29), attach
the rounded top panel to the
sides (parts A and C).

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STEP 15 - Don’t Run Afoul of the Dowels

- First, insert 4 wooden dowels (part 31) into the holes in the
top of the laundry front panel (part Q).

- Second, with the hole on the bottom edge of the panel on
the right, insert dowel pins into the holes on the underside
of the counter (part M).

« Third, using 4 long screws (part 29), attach the laundry
front panel to the sides (parts A and C).

STEP 16 - Left, Right, Left, Right

- First, insert wooden dowels (part 31) into the cradle left
panel (part R) and the cradle right panel (part S) and then
insert panels into the floor (part B).

- Second, using 10 long screws (part 29), attach the cradle
left panel (part R) and the cradle right panel (part S) to
cradle back (part C) and floor (part B).

« Third, snap fit both cradle sides (part 7) to the cradle
assembly.

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STEP 24 - Tub Time

« First, lift the changing pad. With the flat side
on the left and the curved side on the right,
lower the bathtub (part 17) into the large
hole in the counter.

+ Second, insert the diaper door (part 18) into
the hole in the counter. It will click into
place.

- First, insert the laundry knob (part 19) into the laundry
door (part 21). From the back of the laundry door, attach
the laundry knob connector (part 20) to the back of the
laundry knob.

- Second, attach the laundry door by

inserting the hinge pins into holes /
inside the counter and base (insert
top pin first). The lower hinge pin

flexes to help it attach to the base.

« Third, peel protective film off mirror.
